Greene County—The Greene County
Health Department in Paragould was one of two
Arkansas WIC sites randomly selected to participate
in a nationwide longitudinal study to document the
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feeding practices of infants
and toddlers. On a national
level, the WIC program
supports the health and
nutritional needs of nearly
one-half of all infants in the
United States. A few
objectives include: assess
conditions of overfeeding and overconsumption;
assess the impact of WIC food packages on
outcomes; and determine changes in feeding
practices and behaviors over time as infants and
toddlers transition into or out of WIC. Nearly 8,000
WIC participants from 80 selected WIC sites will be
asked to participate. Recruitment of mothers and
infants data collection will begin in early 2013.
Collection of data on toddlers will continue until
early 2016. Monetary compensation will be
provided as an incentive to participate.
