Hi Jaynie, below is what I reported about the table set up at 
Conway County Health Unit for the WIC patients on 
12/17/2013: 

Since my first booth setup on 12/9/2013 was successful 
but the maternity clientele was very small and it had 
also been a bad weather day,  Jaynie Jones, 
Administrator,  asked me to come back and target the 
WIC population today, 12/17/2013. This was another 
collaborative effort with the Conway County Health 
Dept. to reach mothers and their families who might be 
using tobacco.  There is a VERY high rate of tobacco 
use among families in the WIC program.  There were 
other clients besides WIC coming in as well, so there 
was a variety of demographics reached. Therefore, I 
came with a wide array of information that would hit all 
age brackets.  This table provided all of the SOS 
brochures/cards about the harms to baby when 
pregnant: onesie cards, "When You're a Mother You're 
Smoking for Two," "Everyone Needs a Reason to Quit 
Smoking" (ultrasound pic), as well as all of the regular 
informational brochures about smoking and the dangers 
to your health (cardiovascular, asthma, cancer).  The 
table also provided information on Smokeless tobacco, 
and offered Act 811 cards, 1-800-QUIT-NOW cards, 
and Fax-Back Referrals. I also had interactive displays - 
Mr. Gross Mouth and the Tobacco Spinboard - which 
were effective in drawing in the children. Informational 
boards on secondhand smoke and the effects and 
hazards of smoking were used as the backdrop.   This  
target group needs to be hit OFTEN but they are very 
difficult to reach - many turned their heads away when I 
explained why I was there, due to the fact that they 
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were tobacco users. Despite this,   I reached 
approximately 20 people with my tobacco messages, 
and secured 2 fax-back referrals, 9 smoke-free 
home/car pledges, and 4 tobacco-free pledges. When I 
first got there that day, I asked the WIC rep at the 
health dept.  if she would please refer tobacco-using 
clients to me after they concluded their meetings with 
her, if they indicated they were ready to quit, or even if 
they just wanted information.  She was very 
cooperative, and this joint effort worked out well!  

Thanks so much, Jaynie, for letting me do this again!  I hope I 
can come back to target this population again sometime this 
quarter.  It is very much needed!   Just let me know.

 Below is what Melinda Neely reported to ADH/TPCP about our 
collaborative effort to target pregnant teens/young mothers with 
tobacco prevention and cessation this morning:  
“After a meeting held on Nov. 19th, Conway County Health Dept. 
Administrator, Jaynie Jones, agreed to let me set up a table in the 
waiting room today as a collaborative effort with them to reach 
pregnant teens/women about the dangers of tobacco.  Today was their 
day for seeing maternity patients.  However, knowing there would be 
other patients coming in as well, and that there would be a variety of 
demographics, I came with a wide array of information that would hit 
all age brackets.  This table provided all of the SOS brochures/cards 
about the harms to baby when pregnant (onesie cards, "When You're 
a Mother You're Smoking for Two," "Everyone Needs a Reason to Quit 
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Smoking" (ultrasound pic), as well as all of the regular informational 
brochures about smoking and the dangers to your health 
(cardiovascular, asthma, cancer).  The table also provided information 
on Smokeless tobacco, and offered Act 811 cards, 1-800-QUIT-NOW 
cards, and Fax-Back Referrals. I also had interactive displays - Mr. 
Gross Mouth and the Tobacco Spinboard - which were effective today 
with drawing in a few kids. Informational boards on secondhand 
smoke and the effects and hazards of smoking were used as the 
backdrop.   I soon discovered that a large number of the patients seen 
at the Health Dept. are tobacco users, so this is an excellent place to 
do tobacco prevention work, but it makes it a little more difficult to 
reach them.  One drawback: this event was held on a bad weather day 
due to the snow and ice, so patient traffic was slow. However, despite 
the weather, approximately 15 people were served, and 5 Home/Car  
and 3 tobacco-free pledges were secured. The children who were 
reached ranged in ages from 7 to 12, and there were 4 young mothers 
I spoke with, as well as the health department staff. I left the Health 
Dept. with some materials that the clinic doesn’t have access to 
(Smoker's Calculator sliders).  They would like me to come back on 
WIC day as another collaborative effort to try to target pregnant 
moms/young mothers again.  This has been scheduled for Tuesday
