During the vision and hearing training tobacco use was discussed as deterrents to health 

eyes and healthy ears.  Hands on vision and hearing machine training were provided at 

the end of the class discussion time.  

  I provided a 3 hour training class to a diverse group of 8 school nurses and 

paraprofessionals in caring for a special needs student in the school setting. These 

participants came from Faulkner, Perry, and Pope Counties.  During the training tobacco 

use was discussed regarding the health of the students as well the impact of drugs and 

tobacco on a fetus while in utero. Tobacco cessation pamphlets, notepads, and pencils 

were provided to the attendees.  

 I partnered with a Teen Leadership Summit for the schools in Johnson and Franklin 

Counties.   I provided the students with education on the following topics: Online safety 

& social media, drug abuse, dating and relationship violence, tobacco cessation, 

graduated driver's license and teen driving safety. Students will turn in a poster with the 

messages they learned, display them in their school for all students to view, then top 



picked posters will displayed at the local mass flu clinics so that the community will also 

see the messages 

 Students in grades K-6 from Cleburne County schools were bused in to the fair for a day 

of learning. The students were provided a demonstration and education utilizing the 

Reality Works Shaken Baby Syndrome, Drug Affected and Alcohol Affected Infant dolls.  

Information regarding the use of drugs, including nicotine would have an addictive 

effect on the fetus.  Students were provided a chance to ask additional questions 

regarding the safety dolls.  Information on other services available through the health 

unit was available to the adults that were with the students.   

 Presented to the Northwest Arkansas school nurse association- Discussed the 

relationship between the area school nurses, the Community Health Nurse Specialist, 

and the Arkansas School Nurse Association and our combined goal of making the 

children in Arkansas healthier and better able to learn 

 I presented an informational packet to approximately 20 school superintendent’s 

representing Pope, Yell, Van Buren, Conway, Perry, Cleburne, and Faulkner counties. 

These packets contained information regarding immunizations, flu clinics, e-cigarettes, 

and what the community health nurse specialist can offer the school districts, 

particularly the school nurses. Copies of the current immunization laws, the recent e-

cigarette law, and a sample of a comprehensive tobacco policy were given to the 
superintendent’s in their packet.  One e-cigarette sign was also given to each 

superintendent.
