Staffed an information booth at Nevada County Public School during parent/teacher conference;
provided information on WIC, Family Planning, TPCP, and immunization services. Interacted
with 55 students and their parents using a nutrition matching game where they matched how
much sugar was in certain candies and soft drinks. Also, had pig lungs display set up and
explained about smoking and how it affects the body, especially the lungs and provided the
students the opportunity to explain why one lung was black and one was pink.

Collaborated with local Registered Dietician and the Pregnancy Resource Center in Hope to
provide infant safety to six expectant parents and seven others. Discussion included Safe Sleep,
WIC Breastfeeding, tobacco/nicotine harms and dangers, secondhand smoke dangers including
Act 811. Home safety to prevent falls, drowning, accidental poisoning, and car seat safety were
also addressed. Presented the Period of Purple Crying video and discussed shaken baby. Each
expectant mother was given a copy of the DVD. Car Seat training and follow-up education was
scheduled with each participant.

Presented to eight students at Juvenile Youth Services in Hope on the subject of nicotine,
alcohol, and drug use and the effects of such use on their life, both short-term and long-term.
All of these students had to attend this class as part of their probation for drug use.
