Task Force Update

David Taylor thanked the dedication and hard work of the subcommittee on the
completion of the rules and regulations.

Weatherturndown.com

DJ Satterfield explained the system and stated MO is using this service and a 3rd
party internet service provided by AAMS (Association Air Medical Services). He
purposed all the air medical services in AR could use the Weatherturndown.com
service for communicating turndowns for weather to help reduce “helicopter
shopping” and enhance safety. The information would be shared between the
comcenters of each service in the state.

David Taylor asked about the cost, who has access, and what guidelines would be
in place at the communication centers. DJ stated there is no fee associated with
the service but an administrator must initially access the system for set-up. He
stated it is not designed to be accessed by “everyone” (i.e. ground crews, etc) and
should be considered a tool for pilots to check weather and communicate
turndowns.

David Taylor stated this could be used as an available resource for the air
ambulance services in the state.



DJ Satterfield made a motion, that as an industry of the AR licensed air
ambulance services, we should implement the usage of the Weatherturndown.com
system. Cory Hallacy seconded the motion

Discussion of the motion included guidelines for implementation from the EMS
Office and David stated an informational letter would be sent from his office.

A forum of seven members was present. The vote was for approval of the motion
with no objections.

DJ Satterfield would like a copy of the by-laws to review. Sedley Tomlinson
stated he would mail out the by-laws to each service. David said the state would
provide the mailing labels.
